Reports & Correspondence

1. York Ambulance: Due to a scheduling-conflict the/York Ambulance update has been
rescheduled for the next meeting on October 13th.

Town Manager’s Report

-Working toward finishing the border with Wells. Expect it to be established in a couple of weeks.
-Will be starting the Police-Department assessment with Lassel Architects.

-The Young Street parking lot and. sidewalks should be paved by October 15th.

-Commented that he is not sure when the paving will take place on Route 101.

-The new Public Works trucks are currently at Howard Fairfield being outfitted with equipment.
-Currently working on the Police Union contract. Will be meeting again next week.

-Recently met with Fire and Police Chiefs in Kittery regarding a regional dispatch center. The
meeting went ok. An impact statement for each town is now being put together.

-Made note that he and his assistant Deanna will be attending a legal seminar with Bernstein Shur
(the Town’s Attorney) on Thursday and a human resources seminar next week.

-Interviews have been held for.the new patrol officer. He has not yet received any
recommendations from the Chief.

-Reminded everyone of the Maine Municipal convention in October and encouraged attendance.

New Business

1. On a motion by Mrs. Demetracopoulos, seconded by Mr. James, it was unanimously voted to
hold a public hearing on Tuesday, October 13, 2015 at 6:30pm to receive comment on the
proposed annual changes to the General Assistance Ordinance Appendices.

2. On a motion by Mr. Abell, seconded by Mr. James, it was unanimously voted to appoint Patricia
Durkin to the Conservation Commission with a term to expire June 30, 2016.

3. On a motion by Mr. Abell, seconded by Mr. James, it was unanimously voted to award financing
of the public works trucks in the amount of $595,400 to Daimler Truck Financial at 2.36% with a
five (5) year annual payment in arrears and to authorize the Town Manager to sign the associated
documents.

In response to a question by Sam Murray, Emery’s Bridge Rd, there are 4 trucks being replaced.
The new trucks are Western Star 6 yard dumps.

4. On a motion by Mr. Abell, seconded by Mrs. Leber, it was unanimously voted to allow the Town
Manager to sign Purchase Order #1307 to Quirk Ford in the amount of $24,884 to purchase a
2015 AWD police cruiser.

5. The Council briefly discussed the old buttresses left in the bell tower of St. Michael’s after the
renovations made for the Library. Nor’East Architectural Antiques LLC was interested in buying
them in November 2014 for $400 each.

On a motion by Mrs. Leber, seconded by Mrs. Demetracopoulos, it was unanimously voted to
declare the buttresses as scrap so they can be sold.

6. On a motion by Mrs. Demetracopoulos, seconded by Mrs. Leber, it was unanimously voted to
not hold a workshop with the Historic District Commission on September 29th at 6:30pm.

Recommendation is to allow the HDC to conduct a survey to review the older structures outside of
the District. Mr. Ellsworth stated that he will ask them to attend the next meeting.

7. On a motion by Mrs. Leber, seconded by Mr. James, it was unanimously voted to appoint Jean
Demetracopoulos to the York River Wildlife & Scenic Committee.

Councilor Comments

1. Mr. James:

-Commented that having both the Bike Maine race and Pumpkinman Triathlon on the same day
made vehicular traffic on Knight's Pond Road very difficult. Comment was made that it shouldn’t
happen again next year because Bike Maine uses a different route each year.

2. Mr. Abell:

-Questioned if there is any public access on Knight's Pond. Mr. Ellsworth responded that the
Town did construct two parking places. Public access is required for the State to continue to
stock the pond. Unitil-has placed a gate on the site to preserve its access to the gas line that has
been being damaged by 4x4’s and ATV’s, (as stated by Sam Murray, a Unitil employee).

-Asked for the status of the Leigh’s Mill Dam. Mr. Kareckas stated that things are “kind of in
limbo”. The access to the area is owned by the Town, the bridge is owned by the State, and the
dam is owned by KEI (Maine Power Management). The bridge was closed by the State for safety
reasons; and it plans to raise the bridge in the next year or two.

3. Mr. Kareckas:

-Stated that the roads are looking good.

-Complimented the staff on how much nicer the building looks. Mr. Ellsworth commented that
having our own custodian is paying off. He is able to handle tasks that we were paying for, such
as replacing lights. And, the floors at the Community Center are spotless again.

-Worked the Pumpkinman on the water. It was a very successful event. It brings a lot of folks to
town.

-Spoke with Tom McCullom, our Eastern Trail representative. Tom is pursuing the idea of
potentially altering the Trail so that it would leave the transmission lines and pass through town.

Adjournment

On a motion by Mr. James, seconded by Mrs. Demetracopoulos, it was unanimously voted to
adjourn the meeting at 7:16pm.
